MARRIAGE DOCUMENTS
To provide the Immigration Service ("USCIS") proof of the fact that you and your spouse were, indeed, legally married and functioned together as a married couple, you should provide us several of the documents listed below.  You may also gather documents like these that are not on the list.
Required documents for filing:

1. Birth certificates of any children born of the marriage.

2. Your birth certificates and the marriage certificate.

3. Proof that your spouse is a US citizen – birth certificate, passport, or    
 naturalization certificate.

4. Copy of last three years tax returns of USC Spouse.

5. Letter from USC spouse’s employer on letterhead verifying salary and 2 recent pay stubs (if self-employed, copy of business license or articles of incorporation)

6. Any divorce decrees of either spouse.

7. Filing fees ($1490.00 for full marriage case, $420 for I-130 alone)

8. 1 passport photos of each of you

If you are also filing for adjustment of status (green card) you will need:

9. Medical Exam from an immigration doctor

10. 6 additional passport photos of the immigrant (4 if you are not applying for a travel document)

Not required, but we strongly suggest you gather as many of these are you can.  May submit additional documents at interview: 

· Leases or property deeds with both your names.

· Joint bank account statements since you opened the joint account (an account in both your names).

· Life, auto, or health insurance policies or notices with either of you as the beneficiary of the other's policy.

· Utility bills in both your names.

· Joint credit card (e.g., Visa or MasterCard) accounts or other credit card account statements.

· Joint purchases or loan documents (car, boat, appliances, furniture, etc.).

· Other joint documents – gym membership, Costco, Sam’s Club, AAA Auto Club, etc.

· At least 10 color copies of photographs of your wedding, honeymoon or other special occasion where both of you are featured.

· Copies or originals of any letters you wrote to each other, or even any correspondence between either of your parents and either of you, with envelopes. 

· Plane tickets showing joint travel. Photos of trips together.

· Invitations or bills from your wedding.

· Affidavits (detailed and personal) from people that know you and can attest to the bona fides of your marriage. 
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
